Academic majors

The UO offers more than 130 academic programs through the College of Arts and Sciences, Charles H. Lundquist College of Business, College of Education, School of Architecture and Allied Arts, School of Journalism and Communication, and School of Music. With this breadth of options, you’re likely to find the path that inspires you. If your interests cross several disciplines, you can also design your own academic program, drawing upon the resources across campus.

Duck hockey players vary in their majors; we have pre-med students, business majors, history majors, physics majors. For players who are undecided, the University provides great support in helping students choose an academic program. 

Applying to the UO

For admission consideration, you must have a high school GPA of at least 3.00, graduate from a standard or accredited high school, take 14 college preparatory courses, and submit SAT or ACT scores. For guaranteed admission, you must have a high school GPA of at least 3.25, take at least 16 college preparatory courses, and meet the other admission requirements; below is a short list of these requirements.

Complete required course work

· English-four years
· Mathematics-three years
· Science-two years
· Social Science-three years
· Second-language proficiency 
Demonstrate with (a), (b), or (c): 
a. Two years of the same second language in high school; 
b. Two college terms of the same second language;
c. Proficiency test
Deadlines for applying
